With glossy finishes on counters, glass, or stainless
steel, it is best to angle the light so that the light
fixture’s reflection is not seen directly and light is
not reflected back into the eye while working on the
counter. Low voltage sources bring out the depth
in marble or granite, while fluorescent provides dif-
fuse task lighting without any heat.

Interior lighting for display cabinets is always at-
tractive, but don't overdo it. Choose what cabinets
will be for display only. Highlight any other special
details or collections with halogen sources.

If there is an adjoining sitting or eating area, the
lighting should be controlled separately from the
kitchen work area.

Lighting for reading may be needed at the table,
island, or at a chair in the adjoining area and should
be separate from the general lighting in the space.
Don't depend on one pendant to light an entire
space. The pendant is for decorative and func-
tionally directed use and is most attractive when
dimmed slightly, along with other lighting adding
different accents.
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UL Lighting in these smaller rooms can be
dramatic and can create a desired image. Make sure that your
guests look attractive by having warm tones of diffuse light-
ing. Indirect lighting is very flattering and can be used to light
the entire space. Have a pre-set level for your guests to use

with a dimming control, but always make sure that they have
the ability to increase to a bright light if they need it. Consider
lighting the toilet area separately, for those who like to read.

. } Of course,
the master bathroom should have lighting for the usual groom-
ing tasks. This means good lighting at the vanity with dif-
fuse, warm color temperature light sources, and dimmability.
Shower and tub lighting should not cause glare or be directly
overhead in a Jacuzzi. Indirect (uplighting) is the most pleasing
and soothing source of light. Color (chromatherapy) can also
be accomplished by installing custom controlled color scenes
for a very soothing, spiritual effect. This effect epitomizes the
get-away-from-it-all-feeling, which Madden also recommends
for bedrooms.
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
