The sofas they chose had accents of vivid
brick reds and burnt oranges—providing
welcome splashes of just enough color.
Much of the practical and sturdy spartan
furniture is covered in resilient ultrasuede.

The interior lighting design by Lux
Lighting Designs of Belmont, Massachu-
setts, adheres to the interior's clean and
spare look. “In many areas of the home, I
strove to simulate the effects of natural day-
light by using a lot of recessed lighting that
highlights the walls only,” says owner
Doreen Le May Madden. In the living and
dining areas, she used uplighting to illumi-
nate the sloped ceilings. Madden's overall
goal, she says, “was to accent the architec-
ture, to provide as much soothing illumina-
tion as possible, and to add decorative
elements to the space.”

Because the owners are sailing enthusi-
asts, a few maritime accents are tucked
away here and there. There are coat hooks
in the form of sailboat cleats waiting to
serve by the front door. A weather station,
including a barometer and reading of wind
direction, is situated in the same nook as
the fireplace. A smattering of arrows
grouped to form a compass is etched into
the kitchen island’s terrazzo top. From
there, the homeowners can note the exact
location where the sun sets as the last
island ferry of the day glides past their liv-
ing room window and as their dinner guests

sit down for an enjoyable meal.
